FREE PATTERN

2 contrasting fabrics—fat 1/8 yard each
Label your fabrics #1 & #2 (It doesn’t matter which way you label them)
From each fabric cut:
(2) 2” x WOF strips

Block 21a. & 21b.Block 21a. & 21b. Take (1) 2” strip from fabric #1 and (1) 2” strip of fabric #2. Sew these 
strips together lengthwise. Sub cut sewn strips into (20) 2” x 3 ½” 2-patch units. (See diagram 
below.) Take the other 2” strip from fabric #1 and #2 and cut each into (8) 2” x 3 ½” units.
Take (8) 2” x 3 ½” rectangles of fabric #1 and sew alongside the 2-patches to make a 
square as shown below. Make eight of these units.
Take (8) 2” x 3 ½” rectangles of fabric #2 and sew alongside the 2-patches to make a 
square as shown below. Make eight of these units.
Take two 2-patch units and sew together to make a 4-patch with the same fabric in 
opposite corners. Make two of these units.
Use Block 21a. & 21b. diagrams above to layout your units and sew together.

Where you make the same block twice 
using 2 different fabrics. Blocks will be 

mirror images and 9 1/2 inches 
unfinished .  There will be 24 different 

patterns yielding 48 blocks for a 
finished quilt size of 54 x 72.  

 

Pattern #21 

2 contrasting fabrics—fat 1/8 yard each 
 

Label your fabrics #1 & #2 (It doesn’t make any difference which way you label them) 
 

From each fabric cut—(2) 2 inch x length of remainder of fabric. 
 
1.) Take (1) 2 inch strip from fabric #1 and (1) 2 inch strip of fabric #2.  Sew these strips together  lengthwise.  
(See diagram.)  Sub cut sewn strips into (20) 2 inch x 3 ½ inch 2-patch units. 
 
2.) Take the other 2 inch strip from fabric #1 and #2 the cut each into (8) 2 x 3 ½ inch units. 
 
3.) Take (8) 2 inch x 3 ½ inch rectangle of fabric #1 and sew along side of 2-patches to make a square as shown 
below.  Make (8) of these units.  Take (8) 2 inch x 3 ½ inch rectangle of fabric #2 and sew along side of 2-patches 
as shown below.  Make (8) of these units. 
 
4.) Take (2) 2-patch units and sew together to make a 4-patch with the same fabric in opposite corners. Make 
(2). 
 
5.) Use the block diagram above to layout your units then sew together. Use the remaining 9 units to make the 
opposite bliock coloration.
